OSC Makeup Application Instructions 2025

NEW NOTE for 2025!
Both eyeshadows will go on better if you use a little sponge applicator (on a stick) instead of a brush. They are inexpensive to buy and make a huge difference. 

1. To your well moisturized face, apply your MAC Studio Foundation evenly all over (avoid the eyes) to the hairline, down the `V`of your neckline and up onto your ears.

2. Fill your eyebrows in to flatter your Brows with your pencil etc. that compliments your hair.

3. Apply primer to your eyes if you are using. (not mandatory)

4. Apply our lighter MAC “Shroom” eyeshadow to the highest arch of your brow outwards of your eye making sure you have enough on. This is to lift and high-light your eyes.

5. Apply our bronzy MAC “Antiqued” eye shadow to cover the whole eyelid first and into and above the crease so that it can be seen with open eyes. Feather the outside of the eye upwards to appear cat-like. Again, make sure it’s heavy enough.

6. Apply your black eye liner along your full upper lash line (or waterline). 
This is even more important if just wearing Mascara. Then apply the liner, along your lower lash line only 1/3rd across from the outside. 
DO NOT apply all the way across the lower lash line. 

7. Apply a little MAC “Antiqued” to the outer corner of the lower lash line to compliment.

8. (I’m leaving this note in, in case we are wearing false eyelashes)
Apply your thick black false eyelashes that have been trimmed to fit your eyes. Apply the glue sparingly with a toothpick and wait for 30 seconds before placing them, inner corner first. (the shortest lashes are at the nose with the longest lashes on the outside) If you really need assistance with this, please ask your room mate or another chorus member who might be able to assist.

9. “2025” F&F performance and hopefully Contest! Apply your black Mascara to your upper lashes. One coat after another waiting for a few seconds in between.
(If you aren’t sure the best way to apply, Google it for some tips)
Then apply some mascara to the outside 3rd of your lower lashes (where you’ve applied a bit of the bronze shadow)
Best to use the tip of your brush here but be careful not to touch your skin and smudge. 

10. Apply our MAC “Posy” (older) or “Desert Rose” (newer) Blush to the apple of your cheek under the Iris of your eye. Blend outwards and upwards making sure the most colour is on the apple. Make this stage worthy.

11. Outline your lip and then fill in like a colouring book with your red Lip liner.

12. Apply our “MAC Red” Lipstick well. 
Find somewhere to put this on you (Bra or Knee highs) for touch up.

Make sure you have your stand up mirror to apply your Makeup in your own room. Good idea to have some wipes, Kleenex, Q-tips and toothpicks
